By Car - From M1 
Leave the M1 at J14 and head West towards 

Milton Keynes on the A509. After about 400m 

go over the first roundabout (3rd exit) keeping 

on the A509. Drive over the next roundabout 

(2nd exit) still on the A509. You will see the 

lake on your left. At the next roundabout (near 

Siemens) turn left onto the V10 Brickhill Street. 

At the next small roundabout turn left into the 

car park. 

By Car - From A5 
Leave the A5 at the A509 (Milton Keynes North 

and East), and head East towards the M1. Go 

straight over about 7 roundabouts until you 

come to V10 Brickhill Street - Willen Lake will be signposted - take the last exit onto V10 Brickhill 

Street (by Siemens) heading south. At the next small roundabout turn left into the car park. 

By Train 
Go by train to British Rail Milton Keynes. We are a short (5 minute) taxi or bus ride away. 

By Coach
